For more than one thousand years, a church has stood on the current site of All Saints in Crondall; St Mary’s in Ewshot celebrated its own 150th anniversary in 2024. Our churches remain at the heart of our communities, thanks to the support and generosity of those who recognise and value our service to God.
Our Mission for the Future
Serving all in the name of Christ. Wherever we are on our journey of faith, there is always room to grow closer to God and to deepen our relationship with Him. 
We rely on your support to cover the Parish’s running costs, help others in our community and our mission partners, and to cover the contribution to our Parish Share, which is an annual levy from the Guildford Diocese paying for our clergy, training, outreach projects and central services such as safeguarding. Our annual costs of £140,000 are funded entirely by voluntary contributions.

Crondall and Ewshot Parochial Church Council (PCC) is the charity responsible for running the churches. This is how you can contribute to them through a gift in your will.
Leaving a legacy to Crondall and Ewshot PCC in your Will is possibly the most appreciated gift you can offer during your lifetime. For those drawing up their wills for the first time, Crondall and Ewshot PCC details are:

If you have already drawn up your Will, you may add a bequest by way of a codicil.  A Codicil form and Codicil Guidelines are included in this document.

Codicil Guidelines
If you are simply adding a gift in favour of Crondall and Ewshot PCC to an existing will, this can be done by using a codicil. A codicil adding gift does not change the terms of your current Will but adds a new instruction.

Unless the change you are making a very straightforward we recommend that you consult your solicitor and consider having your Will redrafted. Even in the most straightforward cases consulting a solicitor is advised.

The following are some guidelines for completeing a codicil:

· Changes made to a Will by crossing out existing instructions or writing in new ones will not be valid. If you wish to make major changes, it will be best to consult your solicitor and have the Will re-written.
· If you wish to make a gift of all the residue of your estate or a percentage share of the residue of your estate it would be better to rewrite your Will. Adding a gift of all or part of the residue of an estate by way of a codicil may imply that all or part of the gift currently in the existing Will is revoked.

· If you already have more than one Will make sure that this codicil refers to the latest Will – also clearly identify which codicil this will be, first second, third, etc.

· When you have completed the details on the codicil form, you need to sign and date it in the presence of two witnesses, who should then sign and date it themselves, where indicated, in your presence.

· You should keep the original copy of the codicil with, but not attached to, the original copy of your Will. You should give a copy of your Will and any codicils to your executor.

To ensure that the codicil ties in properly with your Will, we recommend that you see your solicitor.
